Your association has been doing a lot of good work
on the governmental affairs arena. It was due to this
association that Martin County is re-writing the Local
Preference Ordinance. We pointed out that Palm Bch.
County was considered local in the original ordinance
because it touched the borders of Martin County, but
Palm Beach County did not consider Martin County
as local in their ordinance. Martin County is going to
eliminate Palm Beach County as a local in the new
ordinance.

The Florida Home Builders Association is work-

ing hard during this legislative session to protect the
interests of the builders. The Growth Management
(360 Patch): seeks language that protects those who
may have acted under last year’s SB 360 in claiming
a permit extension or change in the status of DRI. Fire
Sprinklers Prohibition: Prevent the adoption into the
Florida Building Code of new ICC code requirements
mandating residential fire sprinklers. Sadowski Af-
fordable Housing funding: Remove the trust fund cap
on collections and prevent attempts to raid the trust
fund. Septic Tank Study (phase 11 funding): Achieve
$2 million in funding for Phase 11 of the septic tank
project to allow passive technologies to be designed,
installed and field — tested along side other technolo-
gies to assess efficacy and cost effectiveness of vari-
ous nitrogen reduction strategies, configurations and
technologies. At least 1-year of monitoring will be
required at numerous home sites in north, central and
south Florida.

Appropriations were also addressed. Regulatory
streamlining: Support a moratorium on any and all
new agency rules that would have an adverse eco-
nomic impact on Florida’s private sector job recovery.
Condo Bulk Buyers: Remove current requirements
that a bulk buyer of condo units accepts the liabilities
of the original developer.

Those are just a few of the issues your state associa-
tion is doing to look out for your interests. When
anyone asks you what you get out of your member-
ship, you tell them it pays to be a member and than tell
them about all the things I just mentioned.
